Hometown Democracy represents a serious threat to Florida’s future and unique quality of life.  This is a classic case of the right problem, but wrong solution.   This amendment would force voters to decide every change to a local government’s land-use plan, no matter how small or technical.  Under Hometown Democracy, it would not be unusual for voters to face 200 to 300 different amendments on every ballot.  The ensuing disruption and disorder would drive down voter turnout and drive up the cost to taxpayers. At the end of the day, Hometown Democracy would replace a planning process with a political process, proving that this amendment is bad for Hometowns and worse for Democracy.
